
RULES AND REGULATIONS

USE OF THE FOX HILLS COMMUNITY HOUSE
I.
Reservations and use of Community House will be made through the Community House Coordinator.  Reservations for all private parties will be subject to approval by the Fox Hills Association Board of Trustees.  Only Class “A” homeowners (monies for dues all paid) will be allowed to reserve the Community House and sign the contract.  These homeowners MUST BE in attendance during the functions - they cannot sign for a group outside of Fox Hills.

II.
FEES:

1.  A fee of One Hundred-Seventy Five Dollars ($175.00) from April-August and One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) from March - September, in check or cash per day will be charged to members (homeowners only) for use of the Community House for private parties, time to be set when making the reservation.  Upon acceptance of the reservations, the $175.00 fee MUST BE received within Seven (7) days to hold date.


2.  A cancellation fee of $25.00 will be imposed only if someone else has requested the same date and the original requester confirms their date and ultimately cancels.


3.  A Two-Hundred Dollar ($200.00) CASH or CASHIERS CHECK security deposit will be posted when the key is picked up the day of the function.  The security deposit will be returned if all is in order and the key is returned to the Community House Coordinator.  If damage exceeds $200.00, the homeowner is responsible for the difference - to be paid within 30 days of notification of damage.  Otherwise a lien will be placed on their property at their expense.


4.  Clean Up - the user shall be totally responsible during the use of the Community House for the care, damage, phone use and clean up afterward.  However, a cleaning service fee will deducted from the security deposit if the Community House is not cleaned in accordance to the contract check list within the time specified on the contract.

III.
The use of the Community House can be provided gratis to any Fox Hills organization provided: (1) approval of the Board of Trustees, (2) a Class “A” member will be responsible and in attendance of said functions, and (3) upon posting the security deposit.  Paying users will get priority over gratis users, unless within two weeks of the function.  Any exceptions must have board approval.

IV.
Teen Functions - The Community House must be vacated by 12:00 midnight.  The contract must be signed by the responsible homeowner and the homeowner(s) must always be in attendance as chaperon. The name of the chaperon will be submitted at time of reservation.

V.
Decorations will be limited to specific areas - tabletops, counter tops and fireplace.  Nothing will be allowed on the floors, ceilings or walls.  All trash must be removed from premises and taken home.

VI.
There will be NO SMOKING in the Community House - smokers must smoke outside.

VII.
Rental of the pool with the Community House is permitted.  NO WET SWIM ATTIRE will be allowed in the Community House.

VIII.
The Association has the right to terminate a function if they determine the function is not in the best interest of the community and/or if the member renting the Community House pool is not in attendance.

IX.
The Fox Hills Association and its Executive Board will not assume liability for the safety of persons or property using the Community House.  The user assumes all responsibility and liability for the safety of persons in attendance and the property of same persons.

POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS
These rules are for the protection and benefit of all members and guests.  These rules have been established to assure safe and sanitary operation of the pool facilities.  Parents and children are required to observe all rules and regulations of the club.  The Pool Manager and Lifeguards have been given full authority to enforce these rules without prejudice and to use their own discretion in matters relating to the safety and conduct of the membership.  Please make their job easier by cheerfully following their directions.  Failure to comply with these rules shall be sufficient cause for immediate suspension of pool privileges for the offending member, at the discretion of the Pool Manager or his designate, and may also be considered sufficient cause for cancellation of the club membership by the Board of Directors.

All persons shall use the pool and its facilities at their own risk.  The Fox Hills Community Association will not be responsible for any accidents or injuries, or loss or damage to person or property.  The cost of any property damage will be charged to the responsible active member.  The Board of Directors reserves the right to restrict or revoke the privileges of the members or guests violating the rules.

WHEN ENTERING POOL GROUNDS
· Drive slowly and park in designated areas only using one parking space.

· Park responsibly.  Keep in mind children are always present.

· Bikes are to be placed in the bike area.

· Loitering is not permitted at gate entrance.

POOL RULES
· Use of the pools is limited to when the Lifeguards are on duty.  Use of the pools when a Lifeguard is not on duty, or when a “Pool Closed” sign is posted, is prohibited.  Violations will result in revocation of pool privileges.

· Every member must check in at gate by signing the register and each child must wait to be identified.

· Members must sign for all guests at the gate and pay at that time, no IOU’s.  Present fee is $3.00.

· All members 18 years of age or older will be considered as full adult members.

· Children who are 8 years old and certified by the Pool Manager as qualified swimmers will be admitted to the pool without parents or a baby sitter.

· Children who are under 8 years old and are not certified must be with an adult.

· Any children in the wading pool area must be accompanied at all times by a responsible person over the age of 14 (STATE LAW).

· Any members under the age of 18 must have an emergency information card on file with the Pool Management in order to enter the pool grounds.
· Members may have unlimited guest privileges at a nominal fee of $3.00 per guest, per day.

· Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests and for acquainting them with the rules.

· In fairness to those who have chosen to participate in the pool facility, families who have wished not to become members will not be admitted as guests.

· Grandchildren of pool members under 18 years of age will swim at no charge.  Parents of grandchildren will pay the $3.00 guest fee per person.

· Violation of the guest privileges shall be considered a deliberate abridgement of these rules.

· During adult swim periods called at the Manager’s discretion, no one under 18 will be allowed in the pools, no exceptions.

· No one is allowed to swim in the pools during swim lessons.  Violations will mean eviction from the grounds.

BABY SITTERS
· All baby sitters must be at least 12 years old and register with the Pool Manager or his/her designate and identify the child they are sitting for.

· Baby sitters must be 14 or over to care for a child in the wading pool area.  The age requirement is a State Law.

· If, in the opinion of the Pool Manager, the sitter is not supervising or acting in a responsible manner, the Pool Manager has the right to restrict same from the pool.  The sitter must remain with the children at all times.

SAFETY / HEALTH RULES
· All bathers must shower before entering pools.

· Persons with skin rashes, sores, abrasions, bandages or infections of the skin SHALL NOT use the pools.

· Bathers may use suntan oils, but must shower before entering pools.

· NO GLASS CONTAINERS of any kind are allowed on pool grounds.

· NO PETS ALLOWED within the pool grounds at any time.

· NO SMOKING on pool decks or gazebo.

· NO SMOKING on grounds by those under 18 years of age.

· NO CLIMBING FENCES.

· NO GUM CHEWING within pool grounds at any time.

· NO CUTOFFS OR SHORTS may be used as a swimsuit.

· INFANTS AND TODDLERS who are not trained must wear cloth diapers and tight fitting rubber pants in the pools.

· Persons under the influence of intoxicants will be denied entrance to the pool.  NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES unless in cans will be allowed on the pool grounds.  Members or guests MUST BE 21 YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER to have alcohol.

· Prohibited actions and toys in pool area:  Running, Pushing, Playing Tag, Sliding, Skipping, Spitting, Dunking, Wrestling, Squirt Guns, Diving over others.

· Floating aids, facemasks, snorkels, etc., are at the discretion of the Lifeguards.

DIVING AREA RULES
· Only one person on the board at a time.

· No diving or jumping toward the sides of the pool.

· No swimming in the diving area except to return directly to the pool side.

· FORWARD DIVING ONLY.
POOL HOURS
· All weekends and holidays:
12 Noon to 8 PM

· The pool will be open prior to these times for lessons and swim team practice.  During these times, no adults or baby sitters will be permitted in the pool complex without the permission of the Pool Manager.

· Pool will be closed at the discretion of the Pool Manager for health, weather, repair and during home swim meets (closes at 5:00 PM during meets).  The pool can also be closed prior to Board approved club functions or preparations.

· Pool parties may be held at the pool.  If during regular pool hours, the charge is $3.00 per guest.  If held after hours, there is a charge for the Lifeguards of $12.50 per hour per 25 guests.  All parties must end by midnight.  Parties must be scheduled with the Pool Manager and only our staff Lifeguards can be used.
· Refer to Fox Tales for pool party event schedule.
· Contact the Pool/Tennis Coordinator for additional information.
The gazebo may be used for parties by Class “A” members as long as a reservation is made to the Pool Manager and gazebo area is thoroughly cleaned up after the function.  Reservations are on a first come, first serve basis.  At this time, there is no charge for the use of the gazebo.

TENNIS RULES AND REGULATIONS
These rules are made in the interest of all tennis-playing residents and are subject to change based upon recommendations and experience.  Interpretations should be referred to the Board of Trustees, Pool/Tennis Coordinator.

Only those families who have paid the tennis membership fee and their guests are allowed to use the courts.  The names of the tennis members will be available at the pool area.  All tennis play should be started on the hour to allow any waiting players their turn on the next change of hour.

Special events (such as tournaments, clinics, leagues, etc.) may be scheduled.  Tennis shoes are mandatory.  No pets allowed on the courts or to be tied on the common grounds while the player is on the court.  No bicycle or roller blades are allowed on the courts.  Take pride in your courts and the surrounding area.  Keep them clean and free of litter.  Please lock the courts when finishing play.  Courts are for the use of members only.  Members only have keys to the area.

GUESTS:  Guests may play only when accompanied by a resident member.  Members may have unlimited guest privileges at a nominal fee of $3.00 per guest, per day.  These fees must be paid at the pool area.  If there is no one there at the time of play, it is your responsibility to get the guest fee money to the pool staff as soon as possible when the staff is present.  Members are responsible for the conduct of their guests and for acquainting them with the club rules.  In all fairness to those who have chosen not to participate in the tennis facilities, families who are not members will not be permitted as guests.  Any regularly scheduled play will be considered league play and those players who live outside of the subdivision will have to pay the regular membership fee to be able to participate.

RESERVED COURT TIME:  Reserved summer court time may be purchased for $10 per court per hour (for the complete playing season) by contacting the Pool/Tennis Coordinator.  The reserved court time charge is in lieu of guest fees.

ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL
Each property in our subdivision carries certain legal Covenants and Restrictions, which are part of a warranty deed to each parcel of real estate, and makes the owners of the deed responsible for abiding by its provisions.  The standards set forth are intended to preserve the architectural integrity of the design of Fox Hills as established when the subdivision was formed.  The function of this position is to ensure that the protective restrictions which are in effect and which help to maintain the appearance and value of our property are being observed.  All visible changes, which homeowners contemplate, must be approved in advance by the Board upon recommendation by this position.  The Board will consider only written requests describing the proposed improvement.  These and complaints of possible violations should be sent to the Trustee of Architectural Control.

REFUSE REMOVAL
Rizzo – 1-888-U.S.Rizzo
Effective July 1, 1991, Fox Hills residents must follow Bloomfield Township’s rules regarding refuse collection and recycling.

Curbside or door side service is available.  Arrangements for door side must be made through City Waste Systems, Inc.  Curbside service is automatic.

Recyclables will be placed in the blue recycling bin.  Materials collected are:  Plastics (including milk, water, and juice jugs; detergent bottles and some health care product containers with a PETE and HDPE code of “1” or “2”) Glass (includes clear, green and amber glass containers); Metal Cans (all); Newspapers (including circulars delivered with them).

Grass, leaves, weeds and other yard waste will also be separated and placed in paper bags or 30-gallon plastic or metal containers with handles.  On collection day, a different truck will collect each type of waste.

Large items will be picked up free of charge. Garbage pick up is on Monday and starts at 7:00 AM.  If a holiday (New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, and Christmas) falls on Monday, the collection will be Tuesday for that week only.

RESTATED ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF THE

FOX HILLS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION
ARTICLE I

NAME

Section 1:  NAME:  The name of the corporation is Fox Hills Community Association, a Michigan non-profit corporation (the “Association”).

ARTICLE II

PURPOSES
Section 1:  PURPOSES:  The purpose or purposes for which the corporation is organized are:  To promote the welfare of its members in matters relating to recreation, housing, transportation, sanitation, taxation, building restrictions, streets and sidewalks, public safety, schools and any and all other matters of common interest and concern; to own, operate, manage, control and do all things necessary or convenient to the owning, operation, management and control or real estate and personal property for the common use and benefit of its members; to assure adequate continuous service at reasonable rates for the control, operation and maintenance of all recreational facilities and other areas of common concern.

ARTICLE III

FORM OF ORGANIZATION

Section 1:  NONSTOCK BASIS:  DESCRIPTION AND VALUE OF ASSETS:  The Corporation is organized on a non-stock basis.  The description and value of the Association’s real property assets are:  Certain common areas in the Area, as defined in Article V hereof, including Swimming Pool, Community House and Tennis Courts ($237,000); and the description and value of its personal property assets are:  Cash on Deposit ($75,000).

Section 2:  PLAN OF FINANCE:  The Association shall be financed under the following general plan:  Association membership dues, pool dues and tennis dues shall be collected in the general fund.  Monies in the general fund shall be used for such items as; replacements, debt service, taxes, maintenance and insurance of property owned or managed by the Association and for contracted services for the members; to pool management salaries, utilities and other expenses specifically required for operation of the swimming pool; to tennis court management salaries, supplies, utilities, resurfacing, replacement of nets and screens, and other expenses specifically required for operation of the tennis courts.  All monies to be committed shall be budgeted by the budget committee (per By-Law IV,), appointed by the Board of Trustees, and the Board of Trustees shall approve said budget and/or any exceptions.

Association capital improvement dues shall be collected in a separate capital improvement fund. Capital improvements to association property will only be financed through the capital improvement fund. Monies in the capital improvement fund will be used for such items as; building and major structural replacements and additions; major pool or tennis court replacements and additions; large scale improvements to the grounds and other common areas, as determined by the associations capital improvements committee. These monies will not be used for ongoing operational expenses as described in paragraph one of this section.

Section 3:  MEMBERSHIP DUES: The Corporation is organized on a membership basis.

ARTICLE IV

REGISTERED AGENT

Section 1:  REGISTERED AGENT:  The address of the current registered office is 21 E. Long Lake Road, Bloomfield Hills, MI  48304.  The name of the current registered agent is George W. Moore.

ARTICLE V

TERRITORY AND DEED RESTRICTIONS

Section 1:  AREA:  The area of jurisdiction (The “Area”) embraced by the activities of this Association shall comprise all the lands and property situated within the area designated as Bloomfield Fox Hills in accordance with the official map registered with Oakland County, Michigan, namely the following described as lots 1 through 370 of Bloomfield’s Fox Hills Subdivision part of the North one-half (1/2) of section 2 T2N and R10 East, Bloomfield Township, Oakland County, Michigan:  Generally bounded on the north by South Boulevard, on the east by I-75, on the west by Opdyke Road and on the south by the section line.

Section 2:  DEED RESTRICTIONS:  Certain deed restrictions of the Area have been recorded in various libers and pages of the Oakland County Records.  These Articles of Incorporation and the By-Laws of the Association shall supersede any such restrictions in all respects in which they are at variance with such restrictions.

ARTICLE VI

GENERAL

Section 1:  MEMBERS:  
	ARTICLE VI – GENERAL, SECTION 1 - MEMBERS:  Section 1(a): Members: a “Member” of the Association is an owner or owners of a lot or lots in the geographical territory encompassed by this Association as defined in Article V, Section 1; provided, however, that in case of a lot owned by one or more persons or corporations, there shall be only one “Member” per lot.  (An example of this would be an absentee landlord).  Section 1(b): A “Member in Good Standing” is a Member whose dues and special assessments are not in arrears, and no liens have been filed against the Member for unpaid dues or special assessments.  Section 1(c): A “Resident” is an individual or family whose legal permanent residence is in Fox Hills subdivision, but is not a Member according to Article VI, Section 1(a) or 1(b).  (An example of this would be a renter of a home in Fox Hills’ subdivision.) Section 1(d): A “Resident Member” is a Member according to Article VI, Section 1(a), whose legal permanent residence is in Fox Hills’ subdivision.  A “Resident Member in Good Standing” follows from the definition according to Article VI, Section 1(b), whose legal permanent residence is in Fox Hills’ subdivision.


Section 2:  RESIDENT: A “Resident” is (1) a “Member” of the association per Article Vi, Section 1 and/or (2) a home occupant who may be an occupant but who is not a “Member” per Article VI, Section 1.
Section 3:  OWNERSHIP:  Ownership shall be deemed to be vested in the person or persons holding title to a lot or lots, whether encumbered or not.  In cases of a land contract, ownership shall be deemed to be vested the land contract vendee.  If the ownership of a lot on which a house has been built and occupied by a member is transferred by said member, the transferor shall automatically cease to be a member of this Association; and the transferee shall become a member of this Association.

Section 4:  VOTING:  Only Members in Good Standing and Resident Members in Good Standing shall be entitled to one (1) vote for each lot in the Area described in Article V, Section 1.  At the Annual Meeting of the Association, the two holdover Trustees or the one holdover Trustee and the second term Officer shall be in charge of the voting procedure including the tabulating of the votes.  At any General Meeting, the three Trustees shall have the same duties.  In the case of the absence or inability of one or more of the Trustees or Officers, as the case may be, to serve at the meeting, the President or designate shall appoint substitutes.  In connection with the distribution of the ballots and counting of the votes, the Trustees and Officers, as the case may be, shall ensure that only those members that are entitled to vote shall cast a ballot.

Section 5:  SWIMMING POOL FACILITIES:  Only “Residents” and “Resident Members in Good Standing” who have paid a separate swimming pool operating fee, or pay dues according to the dues schedule described in BY-LAW I, Section 1, shall be entitled to the use of the swimming pool facilities.  Guests of the above Members who have paid the dues or separate fee will be permitted to use these facilities upon such terms and conditions as may be set by the Board of Trustees or such Committee as may be appointed by the Board.

Section 6:  TENNIS COURT FACILITIES:  Only “Residents” and “Resident Members in Good Standing” who have paid a separate tennis court operating fee, or pay dues according to the dues schedule described in BY-LAW I, Section 1, shall be entitled to the use of the tennis court facilities.  Guests of the above Members who have paid the dues or separate fee will be permitted to use these facilities upon such terms and conditions as may be set by the Board of Trustees or such Committee as may be appointed by the Board.
Section 7:  MEETINGS OF MEMBERS:  An annual Meeting of the members of the Association shall be held during the month of November of each calendar year at time designated by the Board of Trustees.  In addition to the Annual Meeting, there shall be a minimum of one General Meeting called each year.  General Meetings of members may be held at such times as ordered by the Board of Trustees.  A General Meeting shall be called by the Board of Trustees upon application signed by 25 or more members who are eligible to vote, or, if the lesser, 10% of the members who are eligible to vote.  The presence, in person or by proxy, of 25 members eligible to vote at any duly called meeting shall constitute a quorum for such a meeting.  If a quorum is not present at any duly called meeting of members, the majority of those members eligible to vote and present may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.

Section 8:  NOTICE OF MEETINGS:  Written or printed notice stating the place, date and hour of a meeting of members shall be personally delivered or mailed to each member entitled to vote at such meeting, not less than fifteen (15) nor more than forty (40) days prior to the date of an Annual Meeting and not less than ten (10) nor more than forty (40) days prior to the date of a General Meeting, by or at the directions of the President or Secretary of the officers, Trustees or members calling the meeting.  In case of a General Meeting or one required by statue or the Articles or By-Laws of the Association, or any meeting at which an amendment to the By-Laws or Articles of Incorporation of the Association is proposed, the object or purpose for which the meeting is called shall be stated in the notice.  If mailed, the notice of the meeting shall be deemed to be delivered when deposited in the U.S. Mail (First Class mail) when addressed to the member at his/her address as it appears on the records of the Association with postage prepaid thereon.

Section 9:  PROXY:  At any meeting of members a member entitled to vote may vote by proxy executed in writing by a member or his duly authorized attorney-in-fact.  To be valid a proxy must be submitted to the Board of Trustees prior to the commencement of said meeting for validations.  No proxy shall be valid after three months from its date of execution unless otherwise provided for in the proxy.

Section 9:  BOARD OF TRUSTEES:  The business and affairs of the Association shall be managed by a Board of Trustees.  Trustees shall be deemed “Directors” for purposes of the Michigan Non-Profit Corporation Act.

Section 10:  INDEMNIFICATION OF TRUSTEES (DIRECTORS) AND OFFICERS:  The Association shall indemnify its present and past Trustees (Directors), Officers, Employees and Agents, and such other persons as it shall have the power to indemnify, to the full extent permitted under, and subject to the limitations of, the Michigan Non-Profit Corporation Act.  Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, no volunteer Trustee (Director) of the Association shall be personally liable to the Association or its members for monetary damages for a breach of such Trustee’s fiduciary duty, except for:  (i) a breach of the Trustee’s duty of loyalty to the Corporation or its members;  (ii) acts or omissions not in good faith or that involve intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of law; (iii) a violation of Section 551(1) of the Michigan Non-Profit Corporation Act; (iv) a transaction from which the Trustee derived an improper personal benefit;  (v) an act or omission occurring before the date that these Restated Articles of Incorporation are filed with the office of Michigan Department of Commerce; or (vi) an act or omission that is grossly negligent.

Section 11:  DURATION:  The duration of the Association shall be perpetual.

RESTATED BY-LAWS OF THE FOX HILLS COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION
BY-LAW I

DUES AND ASSESSMENTS

SECTION 1 - MEMBERSHIP DUES:  (a) Effective January 1, 1999, new purchasers of homes in Fox Hills will pay association membership dues of $380 per year.  For those paying the $380 dues, there will be no additional membership dues charged for use of the swimming pool and tennis court facilities.  Homeowners who purchased their homes prior to January 1, 1999, may continue payment of $148 per year association membership dues with optional pool and tennis dues, or switch to the $380 dues described above.  Once a homeowner switches to the $380 dues rate, they cannot switch back to the $148 dues structure.  Said dues shall be billed no later than January 15 and may be paid in two installments, final payment being due before April 1 of that calendar year.  Dues paid after April 1 of that calendar year shall be subject to a penalty of $25.  These dues may be changed by amendment of these By-Laws in the manner described in By-Law 10.  Special assessments may also be proposed by the Board of Trustees and approved by the members.  (b) Out of the dues paid by each member, the amount of $25 per member shall be deposited and held in the Association’s Capital Fund.  The amounts in the Capital Fund shall be segregated from all other funds of the Association and shall be expended only for projects of a capital nature, such as capital improvements or major capital maintenance for Association property, or acquisition of assets for the Association having a useful life in excess of one year.  No amounts shall be expended from the Capital Fund until January 1, 1999 without the prior approval of the members.  The amounts in the Capital Fund shall be invested, as the Board of Trustees shall determine.

Section 2:  DUES ARREARS: BY-LAW I - DUES AND ASSESSMENTS, SECTION 2 - DUES ARREARS: A member shall be deemed in arrears when he has not paid his dues or penalties by May 1 of each calendar year, or has not paid his or her special assessments by the due date.  When a member is in arrears the Board of Trustees will place a lien on the property.  The owner of the property shall be given ten (10) days prior written notice of placing such lien.  In addition, an interest charge at the maximum rate allowed by law, but not higher then fifteen percent (15%) per annum, shall be assessed the Board of Trustees each year on any dues, penalties and/or assessments that are not paid by December 31 of the year in which they become payable.

Section 3:  REINSTATEMENT:  Any member who has fallen in arrears as provided above shall be in good standing upon payment of all dues, penalties, assessments and interest.

Section 4:  STATEMENTS AND MEMBERSHIPS:  By January 15 of each year, statements covering dues for that year requesting payment thereof in accordance with By-Law I, Section 1 shall be delivered to all members of the Association at their address as shown on the records of the Association.  The Financial Secretary of the Association shall be

responsible for the preparation and delivery of statements covering dues for the ensuing calendar year, and shall also be responsible for maintaining a list of members of the Association and their current status.

BY-LAW II

BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Section 1:  GENERAL POWERS:  The business and affairs of this Association shall be managed by its Board of Trustees in accordance with these By-Laws.  All members of the Board of Trustees shall be members of the Association in good standing.

Section 2:  BOARD MEMBERS; TERM; ELECTIONS:  The number of Trustees shall be nine (9) consisting of three (3) Trustees and the following six (69) Officers:  President, Pool/Tennis Coordinator, Treasurer, Secretary/Membership Chairman, Community House Coordinator, and Financial Secretary.  The President, Secretary, and Community House Coordinator shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of members each year to serve a term of one (1) year or until their successors have been elected or qualified.  One (1) of either the Treasurer, Architectural Control Position, Financial Secretary shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of members each year to serve a term of two (2) years or until their successors have been elected and qualified.  The Pool/Tennis Coordinator and one (1) or the three (3) Trustees shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of members in the off-numbered years to serve a term of two (2) years and two (2) of the three (3) shall be elected at the Annual Meeting of members in even-numbered years to serve a term of two (2) years.  All Trustees are elected to serve their term or until their successors have been elected or qualified.  The immediate past President shall be an ex-officio, non-voting member of the Board.  A Trustee or Officer shall be expected to attend to the greatest extent possible all meetings of the Board of Trustees; Trustees and Officers who fail to do so may be asked to resign by the Board of Trustees.  

Section 3:  MEETINGS:  A meeting of the Board of Trustees shall be held as often as deemed necessary and may be called by the President or any two Trustees upon two (2) days notice to members of the Board.  The Board of Trustees may provide by Resolution the time and place for the holding of meetings of the Board without notice other than such resolution.

Section 4:  QUORUM:  A majority of the Board of Trustees in office shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Board, but if less than a majority of the Board is present at said meeting, a majority of the Board present may adjourn the meeting from time to time without further notice.

Section 5:  VACANCIES:  Any vacancies occurring on the Board of Trustees during their elected term shall be filled by the persons receiving the next highest number of votes at the previous election.  Should there be no such candidate, the position shall be filled by action of the Board of Trustees.  Any person elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected for the unexpired term of his/her predecessor in office or until his/her successor is duly elected and qualified.

Section 6:  REMUNERATION:  All members of the Board of Trustees shall be allowed a credit against payment of membership dues during each year of their term of office equal to $148, minus the per home amount of the Association’s Capital Fund described in By-Law I, Section 1 (b).  The Board of Trustees of the Association shall be exempt from the payment of annual fees for the swimming pool and tennis courts during each year of their term in office.

BY-LAW III

OFFICERS

BY-LAW III

TRUSTEES & OFFICERS

Section 1:  ASSOCIATION OFFICERS AND TRUSTEES (BOARD OF TRUSTEES):  The Officers of the Association shall be the (1) President, (2) Treasurer and (3) Financial Secretary. The Trustees of the Association shall be the (1) Pool/Tennis Coordinator, (2) Membership Secretary (3) Architectural Control Trustee (4) Grounds Trustee (5) Community House Trustee (6) Community House Coordinator. Additional Officers or Trustees shall be established and appointed by the Board of Trustees pursuant to Section 11 of By-Law III.  The Board of Trustees may elect or appoint any Officer(s) or Trustee(s) pro tem, in the case an Officer(s) or Trustee(s), duly elected by the membership, is unwilling or unable to act.  Such Officer(s) or Trustee(s) have the authority to perform the duties prescribed by these By-Laws.

Section 2:  ELECTION AND TERM OF OFFICE:  The Officers and Trustees of the Association shall be elected by a vote of the membership at every Annual Meeting and shall assume office as of the 1st day of January of the next year.  The Board of Trustees shall appoint a nomination committee one month prior to the General Meeting first preceding the Annual Meeting each year.  The Board of Trustees shall prepare a ballot of Officers and Trustees to be elected.  In nominating the candidates for President and for Pool/Tennis Coordinator, the nominating committee shall give preference to persons who are or have previously been members of the Board for a minimum of two (2) years.  The committee shall make its report at the next General Meeting.  Those individuals so nominated shall be voted upon at the Annual Meeting.  Each Officer and Trustee shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly elected and qualified.  Voting ballots shall make provisions for names of candidates to be written in.

Section 3:  PRESIDENT (OFFICER):  The President shall be the principal Executive Officer of the Association and shall, in general, supervise and control all the business and affairs of the Association.  He or She shall preside at all meetings of the members and of the Board of Trustees, or appoint another member of the board, in his or her absence, and in general, he or she shall perform all duties incident to the office of President and such other duties as may be prescribed by the Board of Trustees from time to time.  Any person acting in the President’s absence shall have all the powers of, and be subject to, all the restrictions of the President. There is no budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 4:  TREASURER (OFFICER):  The Treasurer shall have charge and custody and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Association; and in general, perform all duties incident to the Office of Treasurer and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him/her by the President or the Board of Trustees. If requested by the Board of Trustees, the Treasurer shall give bond, at the Association’s expense, for the faithful discharge of his/her duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Trustees shall determine.  

The Treasurer shall arrange for an examination, by a qualified person(s), independent of the Board of Trustees, designated by the Board, of the Association books of account at the end of the fiscal year, at the expense of the Association.  The Treasurer shall serve as ex-officio member of all budget committees and shall present the budgets to the Board of Trustees prior to the beginning of each fiscal year. There is no budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 5:  FINANCIAL SECRETARY (OFFICER):  The Financial Secretary shall (a) keep a record of the post office address of each member of the Association which shall be furnished by each such member (b) furnish statements to each member of his or her membership dues and/or other fees (c) collect all such dues or fees, maintain records of such dues and fees and the receipt of payment for the same (d) receive and give receipts for money due and payable to the Association from any source whatsoever (e) deposit all such monies in the name of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as may be selected in accordance with the provision of these By-Laws. If requested by the Board of Trustees, the Financial Secretary shall give a bond, at the Association’s expense, for the faithful discharge of his or her duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Trustees shall determine. The Financial Secretary shall perform such other duties as may be assigned to him or her from time to time by the President or the Board of Trustees. There is no budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 6:  POOL/TENNIS COORDINATOR (TRUSTEE):  The Pool/Tennis Coordinator shall be the Board of Trustees liaison between the Board and the Pool Manager/Staff. The duties include providing/updating the pool manager’s contract for Board approval, overseeing pool requisitions as needed, coordinating pool opening and closing, maintenance of the tennis courts/nets and other duties as needed in connection with the pool/tennis operation. The Pool/Tennis Coordinator responsibilities are limited to the operations of the pools, maintenance of all mechanical equipment related to the operation of the pools, pool deck, pool deck personal property, tennis courts and pool staff.  The Pool/Tennis Coordinator will oversee the daily upkeep the bathhouse during summer operation. The Pool/Tennis Coordinator will contract the closing and winterization of the bathhouse at the time of closing and winterization of the pools. The Community House Coordinator, as described in Section 10, Bylaw III, shall verify the winterization process. The Pool/Tennis/Coordinator shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to them by the President or by the Board of Trustees. There IS budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 7:  MEMBERSHIP SECRETARY (TRUSTEE):  The Membership Secretary shall (a) duly keep the minutes of the meetings of the members and of the Board of Trustees in books provided for the purpose, and be custodian of the corporate records of the Association.  The Membership Secretary shall see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provision of these By-Laws or as required by law (b) be responsible for the monthly preparation and distribution of the Fox Tales newspaper to all homeowners including collection, creation and editing of articles; layout and printing of the newspaper; and final distribution to all homeowners and renters with budget guidelines established by the Board of Trustees.  In general, the Membership Secretary shall perform all the duties incident to the office of the Membership Secretary and such other duties as may be assigned to him or her from time to time by the President or the Board of Trustees. There IS budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 8. ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL TRUSTEE

Architectural Control Trustee responsibilities are to ensure that the protective restrictions which are in effect and which help to maintain the appearance and value of our property are being observed.  Each property in our subdivision carries certain legal Covenants and Restrictions that are part of a warranty deed to each parcel of real estate and makes the owners of the deed responsible for abiding by its provisions.  These standards are intended to preserve the architectural integrity of the design of Fox Hills as established when the subdivision was formed. The Board upon recommendation by this position must approve all visible changes that homeowners contemplate in advance.  The Board will consider only written requests describing the proposed improvement.  These and complaints of possible violations should be sent to the Architectural Control Trustee. There is no budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 9:  GROUNDS TRUSTEE

The grounds trustee is responsible for the maintenance of the complete Fox Hills Community non-structural common property including public entranceways, cul-de-sacs, community house parking lot, community house lawns and landscape, fencing and other community owned land and land improvements. This trustee has the authority to contract with vendors to perform all necessary functions in order to carry out his/her responsibilities. There IS budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 10: COMMUNITY HOUSE TRUSTEE

The Community House Trustee will (a) maintain the structural integrity of the Associations real and personal property (exclusive of duties performed by Architectural Control/Grounds Trustee and excusive of pool deck personal property) (b) coordinate and contract structural repairs and betterments of the clubhouse, bathhouse and gazebo, both interior and exterior. The annual closing of the bathhouse will be verified the Community House Coordinator as described in Section 4, Bylaw III. The Community House Coordinator shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to them by the President or by the Board of Trustees. There IS budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 11: COMMUNITY HOUSE COORDINATOR (TRUSTEE)

The Community House Coordinator is in charge of the Community House operations and Chairman of the Community House Committee. Responsibilities include the ongoing cleaning and upkeep of the community house interior (exclusive of structural maintenance assign to the community house trustee) and oversee rental operations of the community house. This Trustee shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to them by the President or by the Board of Trustees. There IS budgetary consideration for this position.

Section 12:  OTHER TRUSTEES 

The Board of Trustees may by resolution appoint other Trustees of the Association for such terms and on such conditions, as it may deem appropriate, including specifically an Insurance Coordinator, Assistant Secretaries, Assistant Treasurers, Fox Hills Directory Editor, Social Chairman, Citizens Watch Chairman and/or others.  Remuneration, if any, for these positions will be voted on by the board and shall be based upon work performed.

BY LAW IV

COMMITTEES

Section 1:  COMMITTEES OF TRUSTEES:  The Board of Trustees may designate one or more committees for such purposes as deemed desirable, but the designation of such committees and the delegation thereto of authority shall not operate to relieve the Board of Trustees or any individual

Trustee of any responsibility imposed on it or him or her by law.

Section 2:  TERM OF OFFICE:  Each member of a committee shall continue as such until the next Annual Meeting of the members of the Association and until his or her successor is appointed, unless the committee shall be sooner terminated or unless such member shall be removed from said committee.

Section 3:  QUORUM:  Unless otherwise provided in the resolution of the Board of Trustees designating the committee, a majority of the whole committee shall constitute a quorum and the act of the majority of the members present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the committee.

Section 4:  RULES:  Each committee shall adopt rules for its own government not inconsistent with these By-Laws, the Articles of Incorporation of the Association or with the rules adopted by the Board of Trustees.

BY-LAW V

CONTRACTS, CHECKS, DEPOSITS AND FUNDS

Section 1:  CONTRACTS:  The Board of Trustees may authorize any office or officers, agent or agents of the Association to adopt appropriate resolutions, enter into any contract, pledge assets, procure loans and execute and deliver any instrument in the name of and on behalf of the Association, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances, provided, however, that the Board of Trustees may not, without the consent of a majority of those members present and entitled to vote at a meeting duly called and held for such purpose, enter into any contract or commitment where the Association will be obligated to an amount in excess of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000).  This restriction shall not apply to payment of taxes of any kind, insurance on Association properties, and the Pool Manager’s contract.

Section 2:  CHECKS, DRAFTS, ETC.:  All checks, drafts, or orders for the payment of money, notes, or other evidence of indebtedness issued in the name of the Association, shall be signed by the Treasurer or one of the other Officers, and one of the other elected officers of the Association.

Section 3:  DEPOSITS:  All funds of the Association shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of the Association in such banks, trust companies, or other depositories as the Board of Trustees may select.

Section 4:  GIFTS:  The Board of Trustees may accept on behalf of the Association any contribution, gift, bequest or device for the general purposes or for any special purpose of the Association.

Section 5:  SEAL:  The Association shall have no seal.

BY-LAW VI

CERTIFICATES OF MEMBERSHIP
Section 1:  The Board of Trustees may provide for the issuance of certificates and/or cards evidencing membership in the Association, which shall be on such form as may be determined by the Board.

BY-LAW VII

BOOKS AND RECORDS

Section 1:  ACCOUNTS AND MINUTES:  The Association shall keep correct and complete books and records of account and shall also keep minutes of the proceedings of its members, Board of Trustees and Committees having any of the authority of the Board of Trustees, and shall keep a record of the names and addresses of the members entitled to 

vote.  All books and records of the Association may be inspected by any member for any purpose at any reasonable time.

BY-LAW VIII

FISCAL YEAR

Section 1:  FISCAL YEAR:  The fiscal year of the Association shall begin on January 1 and end on December 31 of each year.

BY-LAW IX

WAIVER OF NOTICE

Section 1:  WAIVER:  Whenever any notice is required to be given under the provision of the Michigan Non-Profit Corporation Act, as amended, or under the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation or the By-Laws of the Association, a waiver thereof, in writing, signed by the persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

BY-LAW X

AMENDMENT TO THE BY-LAWS AND ARTICLES

Section 1:  AMENDMENTS:  BY-LAW X - AMENDMENT TO THE BY-LAWS AND ARTICLES, SECTION 1 - AMENDMENTS:  The Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws may be amended in the following manner:  Any member of the Association may file with the Secretary a proposal to amend the Articles of Incorporation of the Association and/or the By-Laws, or the Board of Trustees may propose a change.  This proposal must be petitioned within the community and have a minimum of 40 supporting signatures from homeowners in good standing.  The signatures must be dated within 3 months of submission date.  The proposal must be submitted to the secretary 60 days prior to election meeting.  Written notice of such proposed amendment shall be given by the Secretary in accordance with the laws of the State of Michigan to all members at their last known address when giving notice of the next meeting of the Association at which the proposed amendment is to be voted upon, but at least fifteen (15) days prior to such meeting, and shall be accompanied by a copy of the proposed amendment.  Such notice shall specify the object of the meeting.  The proposed amendment may be further amended at said meeting. The proposed amendment, or any amendment of such proposed amendment, shall be adopted upon receiving the affirmative vote of two-thirds of those members of the Association eligible to vote who are present at the meeting in person or by proxy.
BY-LAW XI

ROBERTS RULES OF ORDER

Section 1:  PROCEDURE:  The meeting of this Association shall be governed by Robert’s Rules of Order, in all cases which they are applicable and not inconsistent with the Articles of Incorporation and By-Laws of the Association.

BY-LAW XII

INDEMNIFICATION OF TRUSTEES AND OFFICERS
Section 1:  INDEMNIFICATION:  The Association shall indemnify its present and past Trustees, Officers, employees, and agents, and such other persons as it shall have the power to indemnify, to the full extent permitted under, and subject to the limitations of, the Michigan Non-Profit Corporation Act.
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
